1.2.2. Economic potential

Spacial and economic potential of Zakarpatska oblast is formed by the spheres that are of concern for every native and guest of the region: communications and transport infrastructure, other service lines, housing and communal services.

The Transport system of the oblast is a constituent of Ukraine’s transit potential. The region has a ramified transport network that covers railway, motor, air and pipeline transportations.

There are two national highways crossing the territory of the region, in particular the arterial highway Kyiv–Chop 132.9 km and the regional highway Mukachevo-Rogatyn 207.5 km long as well as the International Transport Corridor No5 (Cretan) Lisbon-Trieste-Ljubljana-Budapest-Kyiv-Volgograd. There are 18 check points and simplified border crossing points through the state border, including 8 motor crossing points, 6 – for railway transport and 1 – at the international airport ‘Uzhhorod’. 

In the recent years, substantial investments have been directed to main highways construction, in particular the highway Chop-Kyiv. However, the quality of other motor roads, especially the local ones, is low. Situation is the worst in the mountainous areas.
One may observe low quality of public transportations, in particular by motor transport. The fleet of vehicles is mainly worn and the work of private sector in transport industry is not regulated adequately.
Telecommunications is one of the most stable and dynamic industries of the regional economy that secures substantial growth rates of services, improving and applying of new technologies, that allows satisfying communication needs of population – telephone connection quality improved, mobile telecommunications develop, there is a variety of internet providers and clubs. The communication market of the oblast is mainly represented by regional offices of such companies as Ukrtelecom, Utel as well as mobile operators UMC and Kyivstar.

Within the communication types mobile communications prevail – 54.1%, long-distance telephone network (including international) – 22.6%, mail – 7.1%, local telecommunications – 6.7%, services of television/radio receiving and transmission, radio communications – 4.0%. Other types of communication have 5.5%. 

Mobile connections cover majority of districts. Moreover, the border districts (Uzhhorod and Beregovo) are in the action zone of Hungarian mobile operators.

Housing and communal services that are basic for population’s life activity belong to the least developed spheres today and are characterized by a shortage of financial resources and unsatisfactory technical state of equipment. The basic assets of the companies are 5З-57% worn.

Zakarpattya is characterized by a great intraregional development differentiation that effects arrangement and territorial structure of the regional economy. The territorial disproportions are related above all to depressed problem highlands and small towns, as well as the evident difference in development levels of the administrative districts of the region. 

Differences in development of administrative districts first become apparent in the level of business activity. By this indicator the leading positions are filled by such towns as Uzhhorod, Mukachevo, Vynogradovo as well as Mukachevo, Rakhiv, Tyachiv and Uzhhorod districts, where the most economic entities are located. There are only a few of them in Velykyy Bereznyy, Volovets, Perechyn and Khust districts. 

As a rule, foreign investments are also concentrated in regions that are more developed economically. Over one third of them are located in Uzhhorod, one half – in such localities as Mukachevo, Beregovo, Vynogradovo and Uzhhorod districts. 

The available territorial disproportions in the region are also evidenced by the high unemployment rates registered, especially in the mountainous districts – Volovets, Velykyy Bereznyy, Mizhgirya, Rakhiv and Svalyava districts. The highest unemployment rates were registered in Volovets district – 12.5%, the lowest in Uzhhorod district – 1.1 %.

Infrastructural development disproportion has a negative impact on the competitive capacity of the territory, reduces its investment attractiveness. 

The small towns present one more problem for spacial development. There are nine small towns in the oblast: Beregovo, Vynogradovo, Irshava, Perechyn, Rakhiv, Svalyava, Khust and Chop with 156,900 inhabitants, i.e. 12.6% population of the region.

Development problems of small towns of Zakarpatska oblast are related to low provision level of local budgets by own incomes; insufficient development of social infrastructure, service industry, housing and public utilities, hotel, road and transport services; limited profession choice and jobs that complicates the labour market situation; employment assistance to uncompetitive population groups on the labour market (disabled citizens, youth unemployed, pre-retirement aged citizens); low level of technical modernization and innovation activity; creating of favourable climate for investments attraction into the economy of the region.
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
