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1.2.5. Tourism and recreational potential

The recreational resources of the region account for 5.2% quantitative and 5.1% value natural potential of Ukraine’s recreation. They include 75 explored kinds of mineral waters with daily flow rate 3.300 cubic meters, while 38 of them are registered in the Mineral Waters Cadastre of Ukraine. These waters are unique by their nature and correspond to the type of “Essentucki” and “Borjomi” waters, while by their chemical composition and medicinal properties they compare well with the famous waters of the Caucasus, Czechia, Poland and France.

Together the relief, geographical position, forests, mineral waters, moderate continental climate, centuries-old traditions and original culture of the multinational population in the region make the unique recreational and social potential of the region forming a basis for development of the world-famous recreation and resort centre.

Zakarpattya by its physical, geographic, climatic, natural, resource, social and economic conditions belongs to the areas the most favourable for recreation development. This is favoured by such determinative factors as the chain of the Eastern (Ukrainian) Carpathians, comfortable climatic conditions of Zakarpattya lowlands, unique and varied balneal resources, variety of flora and fauna, developed transport communication networks, plenty of cultural and architectural attractions. Almost all types of recreation activities are presented in the region ranging from sanatorium-and-spa-treatment to various all-the-year-round tourism activities.

Tourism and recreation is one of the priorities for economic development of the oblast. 

In the recent decade the number of sanatoriums, spas and health improving institutions increased by 17.2% in Zakarpatska oblast solely owing to new recreation facilities, the number of which increased 1.7 times – from 24 in 1995 up to 44 in 2005. At the same time, number of sanatorium-preventoriums decreased – from 14 in 1995 to 8 in 2005. Such reducing is a positive aspect, as far as for the most part those facilities were wound up that were not able to compete under market conditions. However, the existing treatment facilities are the key tourism and recreation facilities. Having improved accommodation arrangements, their material, technical and medical treatment capacities, the sanatoriums of Zakarpattya do experience ever-growing demand for the services in high and mean price categories, and extensively secure services for the growing tourist flows.

The number of tourists visiting the oblast increase each year and increased 2.5 times in 2005 as against 2000. 

Increase of international tourism flows has a positive impact on development of tourism and recreation infrastructure, favours preserving and modernization of hotel facilities. In the recent years, plenty of small tourism and recreation facilities were built (camping-sites, small hotels, recreation centres, hostels and others).
Today, perspective tourism and recreation areas where skiing resorts can be created are the most attractive objects for investments, as for instance valleys of the Drahobrat Mountain and the mountains Blyznytsya of Rakhiv, Borzhava massif in Mizhhirya district, Runa valleys in Perechyn district, the Crasiya mountains in Velykyy Bereznyy district and Synyak in Mukachevo district.
