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Land ownership in Ukraine
(foreign citizens, foreign legal entities and foreign states)

 Unlike citizens of Ukraine, who may buy land parcels of all categories and on different grounds, foreign entities ownership rights are limited in purchase of land by categories, choice of place, purpose of use, conditions for obtaining and etc. Thus, in accordance with the fourth part of Article 22 of the Land Code lands of agricultural purpose cannot be transferred into ownership of foreign citizens, people without citizenship, foreign legal entities and foreign states. In accordance with the fourth part of Article 81 and part III of Article 82 of the Land Code when such lands are inherited by foreign citizens, persons without citizenship, foreign legal entities these lands are subject to alienation in one year term. 
Thus, the Land Law excludes purchase (transfer) of ownership of agricultural lands to foreign entities. It results from the fact that in accordance with part I of Article 1 of the Land Code land is the national wealth of our country under special control of the state. So, its use by foreign entities on the grounds of ownership right may cause damage to rights and concerns of Ukrainian citizens and our society. 
Part II of Article 81 of the Land Code states that foreign citizens and people without citizenship may acquire ownership of land parcels in built-up areas that are not of agricultural purpose, as well as parcels beyond built-up areas if any real estate located there which they possess on the grounds of private ownership. They may purchase only lands of non-agricultural purpose in built-up areas as well as lands outside built-up areas if realty stands on it which is their private ownership. 
Foreign legal entities are also restricted in their rights of land ownership. Thus, in line with part II of Article 82 of the Land Code foreign legal entities may acquire rights of land ownership of non-agricultural purposes: 
· in built-up areas in case of realty purchase and for building facilities for running business in Ukraine;
· outside built-up areas in case of realty purchase. 
Thus, foreign legal entities may become land owners if they purchase or built realty on the land parcel.
